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Which line to take ? 
 
From the centre of Paris:  
RER Line B, direction Roissy. 19 min from the Gare du Nord train station, 22 
min from Châtelet. 
 
From Roissy-Charles de Gaulle airport:  
RER Line B, direction direction Robinson - Saint Rémy lès Chevreuse. 5 min 
from Charles de Gaulle Airport 2 train stations.  
Or a taxi, it will take 5 minutes. 
 
From Orly airport 
Take Orly-Val up to Antony station, then RER B - direction Roissy-Charles de 
Gaulle 2 - TGV, and get off at the "Parc des expositions" station. 
 
Where to alight 
"Parc des Expositions" station on RER Line B.  
 
The fastest and easiest way to go to the Paris-Nord Villepinte exhibition 
Centre. 
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From the north of Paris  
Take the A1 motorway (Porte de la Chapelle) or A3 motorway (Porte de 
Bagnolet), then the 104 motorway (direction: Soissons). Then follow the signs 
to the "Parc des Expositions" entrance. 
 
From the south of Paris  
Take the A86 or A6 motorway towards Paris, followed by the A1 or A3 and then 
the A104 direction Soissons. Follow signs to "Parc des Expositions". And go to 
Visitors' or exhibitors area.  
 
As traffic is often congested, we recommend to use the regional express 
rail system (RER Line B) 
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To come by train 
A TGV station is situated just near the Paris-Nord Villepinte Exhibition Centre. 
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To come by plane 
The Roissy - Charles de Gaulle airport is 5 minutes away from the Parc des 
Expositions de Paris-Nord Villepinte
